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State pepper farmers gain after Vietnam slump

Pricesatall-time high; K'taka
produces 60%of spicein India

lack pepper growers in Karnata-

ka have managed to pocket higher

prices for their produce after out-
put slumped in drought-hit Vietnam, the
world’s biggest producer of the spice, push-
ing pricesto an all-time high.

Known as ‘black gold’, the price of one
kg of pepper, whichwassold for Rs 450 last
year, has touched Rs 700 this season. This
has made the West turn to India, which is

Forfarmersin Karnataka, usuallylocked
in a battle with Vietnam, this is good news
asthe state produces 60% of the country’s
pepper. GirishBR,MD of Karnataka State
Spices Development Board, said unfavour-
ableweather conditions had hit pepper pro-
duction across the world.
“Onaverage, Vietnam producessix lakh
tonnes of pepper annually,” said Girish.
“However this year, due to dry climatic
conditions, production has fallen signifi-
cantly. Traditional pepper growing areas of
Karnataka had received near to optimum
rainfall last monsoon and there was no
major outbreak of any disease, re-
sulting in comparatively better
production.”

Theofficial said thatpriceshave
goneupasthereishighdemand
from the United States, China
and European countries. Ac-
cording to the Spices Board of
India, the countrycultivated the
spice on more than three lakh
hectares (ha) of land that pro-
duced1.251akh tonnes of black
pepperin 2023-24.

Of this, Karnataka farmers
cultivated thespiceon 2.22lakh
haofland and produced nearly
89,000tonnes of the spice. Ker-
ala, another major pepper-cul-

tivating state, harvested 27,505
tonnes from 73,615 ha of land.
Data shows that pepper cul-
tivation areas and production
in India have been increasing
since 2019-20, when the total
cultivated area of the pepper
creeper was 2.59 lakh ha and
productionwas 61,000 tonnes.
In 2023-24, India exported
nearly17,890 tonnes of pepper
forRs736.48 crore. Pepperac-
counts for only 2% of the total
spices exported from India..
In Karnataka, pepper is
grownmainlyin Kodagu, Chik-
kamagaluru, Hassan, Uttara

Kannada, Shivamogga, Dak-
shina Kannada and Udupi dis-
tricts,and generallyasanallied
cropalongwithcoffee orareca.

But the high price has ben-
efited only a limited number
of farmers, as many of them
sold their produce as soon as it
crossed Rs 500 perkg.

“We were not expecting
the prices of pepper to hit this
high. Last year, it was some-
where between Rs 450 and Rs
480 a kg. As soon as the prices
reachedRs 500 0rRs600akg,
mostfarmerssoldeventheirold
stock,”said RohitRameshwara,

Similar sentiments were ex-
pressed by Kerala farmerstoo.

Paul Joseph, Idukki-based
Rajakumary Spices Producer
Society president, said farm-
ers are not benefiting from
the present price hike as en-
tire stocks were sold to trad-
ers. “Our harvesting period is
Marchandby nowall stock has
reached traders. Hence they
may getthe benefit,” he said.
