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A potential aerial solution is
being developed to protect
farmers’ crops from antelopes
and subsequently furnish an
ideal prey base for predator fe-
lines, including African chee-
tahs, in Madhya Pradesh.

The state forest department
has issued a tender for hiring a
helicopter, which will be used
to chase and drive herds of
blackbucks (who are damaging
farmers’ crops) into specially
created bomas (enclosures) and
then translocate them to re-
plenish the prey base of feline
predators, including African
cheetahs, tigers, and leopards.

Experts from South Africa,
key partners in the ongoing
Cheetah reintroduction project
in Madhya Pradesh, will assist
with this initiative.

A senior state forest department official confirmed that a tender has
already been floated to rent helicopters. The helicopter-driven Boma
technique will first be implemented in Shajapur district, approximately
260 km from the Gandhi Sagar Wildlife Sanctuvary.

" capture-relocation technique
for cheetahs in their country,
will first demonstrate the tech-
nique in a pilot phase in
Shajapur district. Using the
helicopter, herds of blackbucks
will be located in areas where
they have been damaging crops.
The herds will then be chased
into specially created bomas
and subsequently transported
as prey base to national parks,
sanctuaries, and tiger reserves
for the big feline predators,” an
official said.

Forest department staff will
receive training in this tran-
quilization-free capture-reloca-
tion process under the supervi-
sion of the National Tiger
Conservation Authority
(NTCA). If the pilot project
vields the desired results, the
technique is likely to be repli-

If all goes as planned, the
helicopter-driven translocation
of blackbucks will start after
the monsoon season in western
Madhya Pradesh’s Shajapur
district, which is among the ar-
eas where crops are significant-
ly damaged by nilgais (blue

bulls) and blackbucks.
